By definition, common ground belongs to all members of our
homeowners’ association. No one can modify common ground — that is, plant or build anything
on it — without written approval of the full Board of Directors of the Chesapeake Station Home
Owners Association. It is a Board responsibility to act for the good of the entire Chesapeake
Station community.

The Board will entertain any suggestions or ideas made in writing to enhance Chesapeake
Station and to help ensure privacy from neighboring properties, but no individual in Chesapeake
Station has the right or authority to put anything on or under common ground. This includes
sprinkler systems, flower beds or other shrubs, trees or vegetative enhancements.

Anyone who mows or waters common ground or maintains it in any way does so at his or her
own risk and must not interfere with the

Association’s grounds maintenance contractor. No one can acquire any rights to common
ground by any act of maintenance, nor will any reimbursement for expenses be made.
